Any attempt by a Bidder to influence the MOE, whether directly or indirectly, in the process of examination, clarification, evaluation and comparison of the bids, or in any decisions concerning the award of the Tender, will result in the rejection of the Proposal.

The MoE will not return any bid submitted by a Bidder.  

6
SELECTION

6.1
Within ninety (90) days of the Tender Closing Date, the MOE will notify the winning bidder of its selection as the Successful Bidder.  

6.2
The Successful Bidder will be invited to the MOE to finalise the Contract, which would be required to be completed within fourteen (14) days of notification.

6.3
The Bidders will be evaluated on the following aspects of their bids:


(a)
Each bidder's Commercial Bid, including the total bidding price.


(b)
Each bidder's financial strength, including its ability to complete the Project.

(c)
Each bidder's experience in the completion of the Project, and similar projects.  In particular, each Bidder would need to demonstrate that they have experience in completion similar Projects for the Middle Eastern region, as well as providing evidence of their ability to complete the Project in twelve (12) months (by, for example, demonstrating that they have constructed a similar number of mobile substations in such period and that their subcontractors can deliver their parts within such time frames).

Each bidder's comments on the form of Contract attached as Attachment B to this tender document. 
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
